Xarelto has proven to be 
effective in the treatment of leg, vascular and neurological thrombosis experienced by atrial 
fibrillation patients. Students learned about the correct usage of the drug as well as about its efficacy 
and function inside the body. It is worth noting that this drug is available in Egypt for all patients.” 
 
Dr Mona Hamdy El Sayed, Professor and Head of the Cardiovascular Department at Ain Shams 
University’s Faculty of Medicine, and Pediatric Cardiology Consultant said: “This award is the best 
kind of investment for pharmaceutical companies. It is a way to encourage students to work hard to 
have experiences they seek, such as travelling abroad and learning about the latest technological 
advances in a variety of fields.”
